The Pharmaceutical Needs Assessment of Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board identified the following needs in the listed sections:

· 22.4.3.12- The health board will work with the existing pharmacy in connection with the lack of the emergency hormonal contraception, smoking cessation level 2, common ailment service, and emergency medicine service enhanced services in Rossett. However, should this gap not be closed then from 1 April 2023 there will be a future need for these services to be provided in Rossett, six days a week for eight hours a day Monday to Friday, and three hours on Saturdays.
