BCUHB has appointed a Head of Digital Records to lead with the development of digital health records across North Wales.  Work is now moving at pace towards achieving a BCUHB wide system that will provide a consolidated view of patient’s general record, that will give patients confidence that a single accurate source of information is held about them in secondary care and that their alerts and notifications are available to all who treat them.  This is a challenge that will take a number of years.
