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You asked us:

1. How many deaths have arisen with patients who were under mental health sections in the last 3 years?

There were three deaths of patients who were under a mental health section during the calendar years 2016 to 2018.

2. How many deaths have arisen with patients who were under the care and supervision of the mental health team (including community mental health teams) in the last 3 years?
This information is not routinely recorded within adult mental health services.  However we can advise that there have been 382 deaths during the last 3 years, 2016 to 2018, which have been reviewed or investigated by Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB)’s Mental Health Division.  This figure covers expected and unexpected deaths across adult and older person’s services.

There has been one death of a patient under the care of BCUHB community Child and Adolescent Mental Health Services (CAMHS) during the last 3 years.
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
