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You asked us:

1. How many cases of drug resistant infections (both bacterial and fungal) have there been within Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) during each of the calendar years 2014 to 2018?

2. What were those infections?

3. How many of those infections resulted in deaths?

Please break the results down by year, rather than providing them as one number.

You confirmed that for question 1 you required multi drug resistant organisms (MDROs) only.

You confirmed that for question 2 you required all organisms.

You further confirmed that you agreed with our definition of multi resistant as resistant to all formulary antimicrobials and all associated organisms i.e. Carbapenemase Producing Enterobacteriaceae (CPE) / Tuberculosis (TB), and you require information where death has been associated with these multi resistant organisms only.

Our Response:

There have been two confirmed CPE infections which have both occurred during 2019.  Both these cases were repatriated from abroad and neither case resulted in the death of a patient.
