1. Does Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board (BCUHB) currently offer In Vitro Fertilisation (IVF)/ Intracytoplasmic Sperm Injection (ICSI) treatments to couples with fertility issues? 
2. How many cycles of IVF/ICSI treatment are routinely offered to eligible couples?
3. What maximum and minimum ages are applied when offering IVF/ICSI treatment? 
4. How many patients have been treated with IVF/ICSI in each of the previous five years?
5. What maximum and minimum body mass index (BMI) criteria for female patients (if any) are applied when offering IVF/ICSI treatment and is treatment offered to those who smoke?
6. What maximum and minimum BMI criteria for male patients if any are applied when offering IVF/ICSI treatment and is treatment offered to those who smoke?
7. In each of the last five years, how many patients have initially been denied IVF/ICSI treatment because the female’s BMI is over your criteria? 
8. In each of the last five years, how many patients have initially been denied IVF/ICSI treatment because the male’s BMI is over your criteria in each year? 
9. What other eligibility criteria must patients meet to receive IVF/ICSI funded by BCUHB?
